Maximum number of entries is two.  Entry fee:  $20 for first piece; $10 additional for second piece.  Mail entry form 
and check payable to CBAG, c/o P. O. Box 540, Colonial Beach, VA 22443.  Each registered artist may also bring 
three well-matted bin pieces for sale (not judged).  CBAG takes a 15% commission on all sales.  Questions?  Call  
Kathy Waltermire at 804-224-4490. 
 
Eligibility Rules: 
 Artwork must be delivered and picked up in person or by personal representative. 
 Limited to the first 100 pieces (not artists) registered.  Entries and fees over that will be returned. 
 Original 2D or 3D artwork only—examples:  oil, acrylic, all water media, hand-pulled prints, drawing media, pastel, fine art 
  photography, clay, glass.   No replicas of the work of others permitted.  Please--no work shown before in this 
  show. 
 Artists entering 3D work must provide display stand.  
 Not-for-sale artwork is acceptable. 
 No wet canvases accepted. 
 Building restrictions prohibit nudes and sexually explicit themes. 
 Wall pieces must be no larger than 36” on a side.   
 Each artist is responsible for reporting and paying Virginia sales tax if due. 
 Be advised that judges often prefer white or off-white mats for matted works.  
 There will be a framing check prior to acceptance of registered work.  Minimum framing requirements: 
  Screw eyes or metal frame eyes and secure hanging wire.  Frames that hold the work with  
  removable clips or so artwork may be changed easily are not considered secure.   
  Framing that is not secure is not safe for hanging and will not be accepted. 
  Each work must have artist’s name, title of work, price, and medium on the back. 
  Unframed pieces need finished edges and secure hangers as stated above.
